5.8 Closure of Register 

 
The Management Company may close the Register by giving at least seven (7) days 
notice to Unit Holder provided that the time period for closure of register shall not 
exceed six (6) working days at a time and whole forty five (45) days in a Financial 
Year. During the closure period, the sale, redemption, conversion of Units or transfer 
of Units will be suspended. Notice for closure of register should be published in two 
newspapers (Urdu and English language) having circulated all over Pakistan.
